South Chicago Heights soon 
will have a working Emergency 
Preparedness and Response Plan.

Bill Joyce, the Village�s public safety 
director, said the U.S. Department of 
Homeland Security has mandated 
that all local governments have a 
written Emergency Preparedness  
and Response Plan on �le with the 
federal department by December 31.

Joyce has been coordinating the  
development of the plan along 
with Mayor David L. Owen, Village 
trustees and department heads.  
�The purpose of the plan is to 
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Village �ne tuning Emergency Preparedness and Response Plan 
protect the lives and properties of 
residents, businesses and visitors,� 
Joyce said.  

The plan details how the Village 
would respond in emergency or 
catastrophic situations, including a 
natural disaster such as a tornado, a 
terrorism incident, a train derailment, 
a chemical spill or other crisis.

The Department of Homeland 
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Security requires that local authori-
ties have the primary responsibility 
for preventing, responding to, and 
recovering from emergencies and  
disasters.  Joyce said that federal 
grant money will not be available 
to local governments that are not 
in compliance with emergency plan 
obligations.

The �nal local plan will be presented 
to the Village Board of Trustees for 

its approval this fall.  

As part of his responsibilities as 
the Village�s public safety director, 
Joyce has earned certi�cation for 
completion of classes dealing with 
emergency preparations/response.

Joyce said that a free Preparedness 
Red Sheet informational brochure 
designed especially for citizens is 
available at the Village Hall.

Residents should place branches at the curb for collection by the Public 
Works Department.

ã	 The Village�s autumn leaf pickup program will begin October 2.  The 
Public Works Department will collect leaves on Mondays in neighborhoods 
north of the high-tension power lines at 30th Street, and on Thursdays in 
neighborhoods south of the power lines.  Leaves must be in plastic or paper 
bags.  The leaf collection service will end Thursday, November 30. 

ã	 The Village�s Recycling Center, located at 3275 Butler Avenue, is 
open 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday.  Newspapers, magazines, 
plastic bottles, recyclable glass and aluminum cans are accepted.

ã	 The Village operates a free Courtesy Car program available to  
residents who are unable to drive or have no means of transportation.   
Rides are provided for doctor�s visits and other medical needs, to the 
grocery store or for other essential trips.
